
Show Chrome Floor Board Light Kit Wiring 
 
If you use a lot of LED lighting on your GL1800 the floor board LED Light Kit from 
Show Chrome can offer a very nice touch.  I also consider it safety lighting since 
it will help drivers along side of you notice that your are there at night.  But a lot 
of people have questions about how to route the wiring from the LED lights so 
that they aren't simply hanging there looking tacky.  sdlyon5 living in North Bend, 
WA shared his solution with the internet community at the GL1800 Riders forum.  
Since posts on that forum are numerous and hard to sort through I have asked 
his permission to post his solution here with pictures he sent me.

Finally, this picture shows the wires routing under plastic piece just inboard of 
floorboards: 

 
 
Ultimately here are the words he used to describe the install: 
"I'll try to word this so it is understandable. I drilled a small hole in the sidewall of 
the bottom cover, the piece you mount the light on. The hole is just below where 
the edge of the bottom and the board mate together just behind the aft hinge of 
the board. The wires run under the plastic piece on the frame (the piece you see 
behind the floorboards). You can only see about 1\2" or less of wires and really 
have to be looking for them. Hope this helps."
